IMPORTANT NOTES FOR PARENTS
Keep your child's immunisation card safe — bring it to every visit including TFMC OPD.
Never miss a scheduled dose — delayed immunisation leaves your child unprotected.
If a dose is missed, do not restart — continue from where you left off. TFMC nurses will advise.
Side effects are usually mild: small lump at injection site, low fever, mild crying. These resolve in 1–2 days.
Paracetamol syrup can be given after vaccines if your child develops fever — ask TFMC pharmacy for correct dose.
Serious reactions are very rare. Go to hospital immediately if child has difficulty breathing or severe rash after vaccine.
All vaccines on this schedule are FREE at TFMC and all government health facilities in Kenya.
Additional vaccines (not on routine schedule): Typhoid, Meningococcal, Varicella, Hepatitis A — available at TFMC pharmacy at cost.
